Arthemisia.eu is delighted to present Melt Art Fair at the Mile End Pavilion.  Melt is a celebration of the depth and breadth of the contemporary art world, which reveals its brightest talents.

Melt showcases the work of emerging artists in a week-long arts festival from the 12th – 17th October.  The vibrant project is characterized by a spirit of outreach; the space is open to both arts practitioners and the general public alike, with free entry throughout the week.  Represented artists are similarly unrestricted; Melt showcases art of all disciplines – painting, photography, sculpture, installation and video – with few boundaries within which selected work must fall under.

All of the artists displaying their work at Melt fulfil the criteria of showing meticulous technique and craft in their creative productions, being un-signed by a commercial gallery and having not previously exhibited at an established art fair.

Because of this, Melt can be seen as an independent venture with an intention to offer an alternative to the traditional art fair culture. Key properties of the work on display are innovation and novelty, these artists representing the very latest creative directions of the art world at the moment.

Melt is happening at the Mile End Pavilion, a wonderful light and airy space situated on the fringe of Mile End Park, at the heart of the East End.  Many of the artists represented by Melt live and work in this local community.

Melt unites this group of UK artists with a cohort of international artists, encouraging discourse and dialogue between groups which will subsequently influence contemporary creative practice, both in London and abroad.

This spirit of internationalism is particularly fitting for the venue, situated just a stone’s throw away from the London Olympic site.  Melt’s aims and values mirror those of the Olympic movement: aiming high, bridging communities and encouraging the development of young talent.

Melt is a project which is organized by arthemisia.eu, a creative network and non-for-profit arts organization, driven by the will to support emerging artists and to globally develop the contemporary arts from a grassroots level.
